All stations, this frequency, this is WX5JAN at the National Weather Service in Jackson, Mississippi. This station is sponsored by the Jackson Amateur Radio Club and is operated as a SKYWARN station on 3862 kHz with a backup frequency of 7238 kHz. This net is operated in “free mode”, meaning that stations may use the frequency but should contact net control before calling another station and pause frequently to listen for emergency traffic. 

SKYWARN is designed to provide eyewitness information to the National Weather Service, needed to supplement radar and other systems. Specific, routine reports are requested on sightings of hail, wind damage, funnel clouds, tornadoes and flooding. Additional information may be requested as needed. All stations are encouraged to participate and cooperation is requested during this event.

Ham Radio operators should report any of these conditions directly to this station, WX5JAN. Non-hams should make reports by telephone to your local law enforcement office for relay to the National Weather Service.
