SKYWARN is designed to provide eyewitness information to the National Weather Service, needed to supplement radar and other systems. Specific, routine reports are requested on sightings of hail, wind damage, funnel clouds, tornadoes and flooding. Additional information may be requested as needed. All stations are encouraged to participate.

Ham Radio operators should report any of these conditions directly to this station, WX5JAN. Non-hams should make reports by telephone to your local law enforcement office for relay to the National Weather Service.

In order to extend the range of our coverage area, other repeaters may be linked into this network, or linked out from this station.
